October 15, 2013 to December 31, 2020 

Since the first USML to CCL regulatory change became effective on October 15, 2013 to December 31, 

2020, BIS has processed a total of 54,358 license application for a value of $159.1 billion for the ten 

600-Series items created by this rule.  The average number of BIS processed licenses is 625 per month.  

BIS has approved a total of 49,558 licenses for a value of $148.6 billion and the approval rate is 91.2%. 

 

From October 15, 2013 to December 31, 2020, U.S. exports of items under the first USML to CCL 

regulatory change – Aircraft and Gas Turbine Engines items (9x610 and 9y619) under BIS jurisdiction 

totaled 501,292 shipments for $26.4 billion.
